Timberline double door tents cost $124.00.  Sleeping pads cost between $12 - $16. Mt. Rogers Outfitters will sell items at cost with 10% profit. Motion made and approved for $1,200 towards equipment for this (eight packs, 3 tents & 10 pads).

· Still working on trail signs. Volunteers needed to walk trails and help with marking.  Kevin surveyed Big Pinnacle. It looks good, but a little more blazing on trees is needed.

New Business

· Motion made and approved to purchase Plantskydd – Deer Repellant- $40/box for the butterfly garden. It will last approximately 6 months.
· Suggestion made to plant Red Spruce Tree seedlings, since they are not diseased, along the spur trail going up Massie Gap. They are slow growing on the southwest facing slopes. 
· Motion made and approved for $250 for butterfly garden costs. 
· Motion made and approved for $250 to purchase five recycling bins for “plastics” and $10 for labels for the bins.
· Rhonda will check with Kenny on tee-shirt progress.
