Park expenses for the first quarter of the park fiscal year were $127,000 and revenue of $115,000 with a deficit of $11,000. $25,000 in merchandise sold during August. Kevin Kelley reports Bob & Judy Geisler made excellent repairs and trail assessment and repair sheet. A group of students from Marion Senior High School will be in October 7th and 8th   to assist with the Haunted Hay ride.  They will also perform trail work of building up of fences on borders of Massie Gap trail and apply mulch over exposed roots of the group camping area.
